GOD’S WAY or YOUR WAY 



 
1. Imagine if you could know exactly where you’re going to be when you die… Yes you can 

know! 

1 John 5:12-13 “He that hath the Son hath life; and he that hath not the Son of God hath not life. 
These things have I written unto you that believe on the name of the Son of God; that ye may know 
that ye have eternal life, and that ye may believe on the name of the Son of God.” 

2. What if I told you that every person who has ever lived has rejected God’s way and gone their 
own way?  

Isaiah 53:6 “All we like sheep have gone astray; we have turned every one to his own way; and the 
LORD hath laid on him the iniquity of us all.” 

3. We all have rejected God and His way, and decided to live our own way. This is called SIN. 
Sin is serious and leads to death. 

Romans 3:23 “For all have sinned, and come short of the glory of God.” 

Romans 5:12 “Wherefore, as by one man sin entered into the world, and death by sin; and so death 
passed upon all men, for that all have sinned:” 

4. We have all have broken God’s first and greatest Commandment. By living without the God 
who created us, we have usurped His rightful place in your lives and made ourselves our god.  

Exodus 20:3 “Thou shalt have no other gods before me.” 

Colossians 1:16 “For by him were all things created…….all things were created by him, and for him:” 

5. Every crime has its punishment and the punishment of sin is death. 

Romans 6:23 “For the wages of sin is death; but the gift of God is eternal life through Jesus Christ our 
Lord.” 

6. This punishment is a spiritual death; it means we will be forever separated from God in hell. 

Revelation 20:14 “And death and hell were cast into the lake of fire. This is the second death.” 

7. God never wanted it to end like this, so He sent His only Son Jesus Christ to take our 
punishment for sin. Jesus died on the cross in our place so that we won’t have to pay for our 
sins in Hell. 

Romans 5:8  “But God commendeth his love toward us, in that, while we were yet sinners, Christ died 
for us.” 

8. There will never be a sin that’s too big for God to forgive. Paul the Apostle by his own 
confession said that he was the chief of sinners.  

1 Timothy 1:15  “This is a faithful saying, and worthy of all acceptation, that Christ Jesus came into 
the world to save sinners; of whom I am chief.” 

9. Even the smallest sin in the world is enough to send a person to Hell; all sin is sin in God’s 
eyes. We are all capable of falling into a great sin, because we are sinners by nature. 

James 2:10  “For whosoever shall keep the whole law, and yet offend in one point, he is guilty of all.” 

 



10. You must realise that you can’t save yourself. Neither can your religion save you, or your 
church, nor keeping the law, but only the blood of Jesus Christ can save you. That was the 
whole purpose of Jesus being born. Because we can’t save ourselves. If we could, why would 
Jesus die on the cross? 

Titus 3:5 “Not by works of righteousness which we have done, but according to his mercy he saved 
us, by the washing of regeneration, and renewing of the Holy Ghost;” 

Acts 4:12  “Neither is there salvation in any other: for there is none other name under heaven given 
among men, whereby we must be saved.” 

Ephesians 2:8-9 “For by grace are ye saved through faith; and that not of yourselves: it is the gift of 
God: Not of works, lest any man should boast.” 

11. It’s not enough to just know about this wonderful gift of God, you must accept it by faith and 
believe it with your whole heart. 

Romans 10:9  “That if thou shalt confess with thy mouth the Lord Jesus, and shalt believe in thine 
heart that God hath raised him from the dead, thou shalt be saved.” 

12. To receive this gift you need to repent, hate sin, and be truly sorry knowing that it was your sin 
that caused our God to become a man, come from Heaven to earth, and die in your place. 
Repenting is to turn your back on sin and turn towards God, knowing that He is the only one 
that can save you. You need to call upon Him to save you from your sin and its punishment, 
so that your relationship with the Father may be restored through Jesus Christ.  

Isaiah 55:6-7  “Seek ye the LORD while he may be found, call ye upon him while he is near: Let the 
wicked forsake his way, and the unrighteous man his thoughts: and let him return unto the LORD, and 
he will have mercy upon him; and to our God, for he will abundantly pardon.” 

13. God doesn’t send anyone to Hell. If you end up going there, it will be because you have 
rejected His gift and failed to turn towards God, making Him Lord and Saviour of your life.  

2 Peter 3:9  “The Lord is not slack concerning his promise, as some men count slackness; but is 
longsuffering to us-ward, not willing that any should perish, but that all should come to repentance.” 

14. Once you have accepted God as your Saviour you become a Child of God. When you die you 
will be with Him in Heaven forever, because this is His promise. 

John 1:12  “But as many as received him, to them gave he power to become the sons of God, even to 
them that believe on his name:” 

15. Once God saves you, you will be saved forever. You can never lose your salvation. 

John 10:27-28  “My sheep hear my voice, and I know them, and they follow me: And I give unto them 
eternal life; and they shall never perish, neither shall any man pluck them out of my hand.” 

16.  Do you want God to save you? God will not reject you when you come to Him with a 
genuinely repentant heart.  

John 6:37  “All that the Father giveth me shall come to me; and him that cometh to me I will in no wise 
cast out.” 

Romans 10:13 “For whosoever shall call upon the name of the Lord shall be saved.” 

 

 



17. Let me ask you some questions: 

• Do you believe that you have violated God’s Law and sinned against Him, that you are a sinner 
and this is a serious matter? 

• Do you believe that the punishment of living this life of sin is a death sentence to Hell for eternity? 

• Do you believe that God came down from Heaven to take your punishment, because He loves you 
so much, and doesn’t want you to go to an eternal Hell?  

• Do you believe that after three days Jesus Christ rose again, conquered death, and has given us 
the assurance of the resurrection and eternal life with God the Father? 

18. If you answered yes to all these honestly from your heart, you need to repent from your ways, 
and call upon Him to save you. Do it right now with all your heart!  

19. If you are still not sure and you want guidance from God’s Word, please write and let us know. 
We are concerned about your eternal soul. This is not a game! 

20. Once you have believed on the name of our Lord Jesus Christ, called out for salvation and 
become a child of God, you can rejoice in your salvation! Thank God every day for this 
wonderful gift and for His mercy and forgiveness.  

Psalms 118:1 “O give thanks unto the LORD; for he is good: because his mercy endureth for ever.”
